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other venues where we might hold similar work-
shops and have greater participation from the 
CSE community. Among the suggestions so far 
are that we investigate a geosciences conference, 
the upcoming Society for Industrial and Applied 
Mathematics (SIAM) conferences on parallel 
processing and scienti�c computing (2010) and 
computational science (2011), and the Interna-
tional Conference on Computational Science
